CIVIC CENTER RULES FOR VOLUNTEERS


1. When present, a Tri-Co Officer will assign volunteer positions.   

2. Officers are to run the register when present unless a Tri-Co Officer and/or Board Member assign the cash register to another volunteer.  

3. Only the cashier is permitted to give the customer the total of the order.  

4. Volunteers gather the order but do not give this to the customer until the cashier has collected the money.  

5. Only the cashier can collect the money.   

6. As prices are set by the Civic Center, no other prices are to be suggested or offered.  We could lose the opportunity at the Civic Center if this rule is broken.  Again, DO NOT change prices of items sold for ANY REASON.

7. Gentlemen and Ladies: Please remember that we are there to serve customers, not socialize.  We ask that you do not spend time “socializing with the opposite sex” while you are working as a volunteer.  Take their orders, make sure they pay for their items, and move them away from the counter so another customer can be served.   

8. Long hair must be pulled back when the volunteer is behind the counter.  If this rule is not followed, the Civic Center suggested that in future hairnets would be worn.  Please remind co-workers to pull their hair back.

9. Gloves must be worn by all persons handling food.  If you touch anything besides the food, your gloves must be changed.  Money is not to be handled at all while wearing gloves, but if this accidentally occurs, change your gloves immediately.

10. If you have a Tri-Co shirt, please wear it while working, along with comfortable shoes and clothing.
