HORSE CENTER RULES

1. Maximum horse camping will be limited to two weeks, after which the unit must be removed from the Horse Center for at least one week.  Only two, two-week periods per year in open camping area unless otherwise approved by the Trustees.

2. No unlicensed vehicles are permitted on Horse Center property.  No storing of vehicles on campsites.

3. Maximum speed within the Horse Center is 10 MPH.

4. No horses or other animals are allowed within 50 feet of the pavilion.  White rings on the surrounding trees mark these areas. 

5. All dogs must be kept on a leash or confined while in Horse Center property.  No dogs are allowed on trails.

6. No permanent connections to the water hydrants are permitted.  Once units are filled, they must be disconnected.

7. No electric is to be left “ON” at your site unless you are there.  You may hook up 24 hours before you come down, but it must be turned “OFF” when you leave.

8. No air conditioning or electric heater hookups are permitted. 

9. Running of generators or riding of horses in the Horse Center after midnight is prohibited.  Midnight is designated as “QUIET” time.

10. The racing of horses on Horse Center property, except in association with organized events, is prohibited.

11. Hunting, discharging of any firearm, and/or fireworks on Horse Center Property is strictly prohibited.

12. There will be no clearing of trees from anywhere on Horse Center Property without Trustee approval.     Replacement fee for damaged trees will be $150.  All trees used for picket lines must be wrapped.  Must submit to Board meeting in writing with detail.

13. Painting of anything at Horse Center in any color other than earth tones (dark browns or dark greens) is prohibited. 

14. All campsites, including reserved sites, must be kept clean and orderly.  Subject to approval of the trustees. 

15. All trash and garbage must be placed in containers provided for trash removal.  If a member uses the Horse Center for personal use, they will be charged $60 for trash removal.

16. All manure should be placed in designated area and not in the woods.  If manure spreader is full, take the manure home.

17. Substance Abuse: The possession of any illegal substance on properties owned or leased by Tri-Co Trail Association is strictly prohibited.  Any violations will be dispatched to the appropriate law enforcement agency.  Tri-Co Trail Association is and will continue to be in good moral standing in our community.

18. No outside lights more than 25 watts.  All camper lights must be covered.

19. No portable corrals on horse center property.
